Rebecca Orr: If we get two strikes at the end of the semester, will they go away?
Jordan Lin: Okay so here’s how it works. If you get one strike, don’t worry about it, it’s not an issue. If you get two strikes, I’ll send you a warning letter to make sure you know. If you get three strikes, then you’re in bad standing and you have to earn back your membership by working for the department. After you get 70 hours you write a letter to the officers and to Blackley, and we review it and decide on your membership status. If you are put in bad standing a second time, then you’re officially dropped from the troupe. Strikes reset and the end of each semester. 
Blackley: If you’re a senior, please pay attention and don’t get strikes. It always kills me because there’s always one kid who’s given three or four years to the department, and then they get strikes for silly reasons and they’re kicked out of the troupe. Then they don’t get to wear honor cords at graduation, and those are really special. Only five groups do honor cords. So please pay attention and don’t get strikes. 

Morgan Holcomb: Do we have to participate in every production, including festivals? 
Blackley: No, you just have to be involved in the regular shows we do. 

Kate: If we’re new and it’s our senior year, can we still be inducted as a Thespian?
Blackley: Well it would really be tough, but it’s happened before. It’s possible, you need 15 points so you’d just have to work every show.
